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An Act

To amend the Constitution to confer upon the Ombudsman the power to investigate actions 

taken by the Rodrigues Regional Assembly and a local authority

ENACTED by the Parliament of Mauritius, as follows - 

1
Short title 

This Act may be cited as the Constitution (Amendment) Act 2003. 

2
Section 97 of Constitution amended 

Section 97 of the Constitution is amended in subsection (2), by adding immediately after paragraph (d) the following new paragraphs, the existing paragraph (e) being relettered (g) - 

(e)
the Rodrigues Regional Assembly or any officer of the said Assembly; 

(f) any local authority or any officer of such local authority; 

3
Section 111 of Constitution amended 

Section 111 of the Constitution is amended by deleting the definition of "local authority" and replacing it by the following definition – 

"local authority" means the municipal council of a town or district in Mauritius; 

4
Commencement 

(1)
Subject to subsection (2), this Act shall come into operation on a date to be fixed by Proclamation. 

(2)
Different dates may be fixed for the coming into operation of different sections of this Act.
